

Per Section 607. of the Second Class Township Code, it is the responsibility of the Board of Supervisors  
to annually furnish to the board of auditors information on the construction or maintenance of roads or other matters that have been conducted during the year.  The Supervisors are Charlie Hall, Dean Barto and Bill Dewire.
The Reorganization Meeting was held on January 3, 2011.  The Board of Supervisors leadership remained the same.  
The Township road crew is Gregg Clayton, Dennis Barto and Charlie Hall.  The office staff is Melanie McCoy, Secretary/Treasurer and Jennifer Mausteller, Secretary.  Code Inspections, Inc., in particular, Eric Barto, enforces the Building Code and Angela Snyder is the Zoning Officer.

The Township solicitor changed during 2011 to J. Michael Wiley.  Dan Vassallo is the Township engineer.

The Zoning Hearing Board underwent some changes in its make-up to Larry Faus, Larry Michael and Debbie Brown.  The alternates are Tom Best and John Olsen.
The Township has 44.67 miles of road.  This number includes 9.99 miles of Turnback.   The State Fund balance is $64,429.03.
The road department completed the sign inventory as required by the PA Department of Transportation.  Signs are purchased as needed and they meet the new requirements for reflectivity.  

The Township purchased a 2011 Ford F-550 truck with an equipment package from the COSTARS Piggyback Contract for $78,306.99.  The cab and chassis were provided by Sunbury Motors and the truck equipment package was installed by Bradco Supply Co.  Not much was offered for a trade in, so the old truck was sold to Worth Township, Centre County, for $19,500.00.
As stated in last year’s report, Charlie Hall, Roadmaster, worked with Municipal Solutions to review the Township’s Roads.  The following changes were made:  Conrad Hill Road, T-300 – Now 20 Tons.;  Wolf Run Road, T-857 and Boak Avenue, T-859 – Both 15 Tons.; Clarkstown Road, T-863, - 10 Tons.; and Pine Run Road, T-868 – 15 Tons.  
Boak Avenue has been bonded by Hughesville -Wolf Township Joint Municipal Authority. HWA has applied for permits to sell water to the gas companies for fracing.  Pine Run Road was bonded by Henkels and McCoy while they did maintenance on the pipeline.  No damage was incurred and the bond was released.  They will be back next year.  
Elexco and Geokinetics, seismic testing companies, have bonded several roads throughout the Township.  Bonding roads is simply a way of life in Lycoming County these days and most developers and companies are cooperating.  To help out with the inspections and estimates the Board of Supervisors has contracted Municipal Solutions - Tom Lyons and Gary Hopple.   
Wolf Township   participates with the West Branch Council of Governments to acquire services such as stone, paving, line painting and tar and chip.   This year Muncy Creek Township, Hughesville Borough and Wolf Township went together to try out a new material, Bituminous Seal Coat Application with CRS-2PM, Modified that was supplied by Hammaker East, LTD.  Midlantic Marking, Inc. painted the lines late in the season due to the very rainy summer.  This new application was applied to Clarkstown Road, Sunrise Drive and Beeber Drive.
Charlie received bids from Hansen for anti-skid.   Salt is obtained through the State Piggyback bid.  The Township has gone with COSTARS for the last six years.   Depending on the type of winter that we get, cinders may be used once again.
The Code of Ordinances of Wolf Township was updated by Ordinance #2011-01.  Spelling errors, new ordinances, type-o and additions and corrections were made to bring the document to a more useable state.  As the year progressed the Board of Supervisors found it necessary to also adopt a Hazardous Materials/Operations amendment to the Zoning Ordinance, change the Zoning District along Rte. 220 South to Residential Urban, adopt a Road Cut Ordinance and allow automated signs in Wolf Township.
The Township staff continues to research, adapt, create and accomplish great work with limited resources to meet all mandates from the state of Pennsylvania.  Jennifer Mausteller has returned as Secretary to assist with the increased work load.  While she was away she has taken several computer classes one in particular dealing with excel.  This course is helping Jen fill out the lengthy FEMA reimbursement forms.  It is a complicated process and there is no guarantee funds will be available but it is the only responsible course due to tax funds paying for all damages that the Wolf Township road crew repaired.   
The threat of installing sprinkler systems to residential properties increased the number of applications received for building projects last year.    This year the total increase to the tax base is only $570,000.00 but these homes are actually being built.  Not all permits issued in   December   2010 have been started or completed.
The   Board of Supervisors   attended a meeting concerning the Rte. 220/405 Intersection with the Hughesville Borough Council, Penn Dot and Mark Murawski, Transportation Specialist for the Lycoming County Planning Commission. The Township submitted a Project Abstract to the State.      The Township has designated funds for this project in the Capital Reserve Budget.   The balance in this account at First National Bank is maintained at $15000.00 and one withdraw is permitted per month.  Unlimited deposits may be made and the remainder of the balance $268,804.46 is in the sweep account.
Wolf Township established a Fire Protection Tax several years ago that is paid directly to the fire departments servicing Wolf Township.  80% of taxes collected are paid to the Hughesville Volunteer Fire Department  and the remaining 20% is paid to Picture Rocks.  This year Hughesville received $47,468.00 and Picture Rocks was sent checks totaling $11,867.00.     The payments are to be applied to Wolf Township's share of Workmen’s Compensation for the fire departments.  
The Fire Hydrant account has a balance of $3,657.34.  We continue to pay $30.00 per hydrant, 30 hydrants.  The water leak along Elm Drive has been repaired, but the Authority has not added those hydrants to our account.  The line along Boak Avenue is being extended by TRACS/Champion Chemicals which will add additional fire hydrants to the count for Wolf Township.  This will also add an additional safety feature to the area in case of fire.
Besides the checking balances mentioned throughout this report for specific purposes, the BOS have also invested funds in CD’s.  This is a precautionary measure for continuous unfunded state mandates that continue to be created  each year.
